The Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander Status Flag can be requested as a value-adding data service. For each individual in a cohort/case group, a validated algorithm uses the Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander variable in records spanning a number of their linked datasets (irrespective of whether they are requested for your project), including those for parents of the individual, to derive a single “Y/N/missing” value for that person.

Data Applicants are encouraged to reach out to the WA Aboriginal Health Ethics Committee (WAAHEC) to determine whether WAAHEC approval is required. Further information can be found at Ethics – Western Australian Aboriginal Health Ethics Committee
Please note: Data Applicants should be aware that their project could receive data for an individual where requested datasets record an Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander Status of NO but the Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander Status Flag is YES (or vice-versa). The Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander Status Flag is indicative of a person’s status from multiple available collections/records and therefore may be different to what is reported in a single specific record or data collection.
